Pentecost 
After Jesus had ascended to heaven 
from Mt. Olivet, the apostles and 
disciples returned to the Holy City. 
They remained together in the Upper 
Room or Cenacle, the place where 
Jesus had appeared to them and 
which may well be called the first 
Christian church. About a hundred 

and twenty persons were assembled there. They chose Mat-
thias as an apostle in place of the unhappy Judas; they 
prayed and waited for the Paraclete. 
Ten days had passed, it was Sunday, the seventh Sunday 
after the resurrection. At about nine o'clock in the morning, 
as they were together praying fervently, the Holy Spirit 
descended upon them. Note how all the great theophanies 
in Christ's life occurred during the course of prayer. After 
His baptism, for instance, when Jesus was praying the 
heavens opened and the Holy Spirit descended in the form 
of a dove; likewise, it was during prayer at night that the 
transfiguration took place on Tabor. Surely too it was while 
Mary was praying that Gabriel delivered his message, and 
the Holy Spirit overshadowed her. Pentecost followed prec-
edent. The small community of Christians had prepared 
themselves through prayer for the coming of the Paraclete. 
The same is true at Mass today, every day; through prayer 
we ready our souls for the advent of the Spirit. 
The descent upon the apostles was internal and invisible in 
nature although accompanied by certain visible phenome-
na. There came a mighty roar, like the onrush of a violent 
wind. It came suddenly, from heaven; but unlike storms 
that strike a structure from without, this one penetrated and 
filled the room where the disciples were gathered. There-
fore it was not a natural wind, it was a miracle peculiar to 
the occasion. A second visible sign consisted in tongues of 
fire that descended upon each one present. These fiery 
tongues gave visible evidence that the Holy Spirit had de-
scended upon them. 
 
Today at Mass, particularly at holy Communion, the power 
of the Holy Spirit will come down upon us; fiery tongues 
will not be seen, but invisible tongues of fire will not be 
absent. There was still another external manifestation of the 
Holy Spirit; the apostles and disciples were enabled to 
speak various languages. 
 
After the roar of the wind many of Jerusalem's pilgrims 
hurried to the Cenacle. Pentecost was one of the three festi-
vals which obliged all Jews to be present in Jerusalem. 
Jews from distant lands, and Jewish converts from pagan-
ism too, attended these feasts. As a result, a colorful crowd 
speaking a variety of languages surrounded the house.  
Now the apostles, who so shortly before had hid in fear 
behind locked doors, came forth and courageously walked 
among the multitude speaking to each in his native tongue. 
It was indeed amazing! Galileans, and multilingual? 
But the malicious too were present; they had the answer. 
Nothing marvelous at all! Those Galileans were simply 
drunk, and their drunken babble sounded like a foreign lan-
guage!  

Peter showed no hesitation in answering the charge. 
None of their number, he said, were intoxicated; it 
was but nine o'clock in the morning, and at that hour 
men usually are sober. What the multitude saw was, in 
fact, the fulfillment of Joel's prophecy: In those days 
(of the Messiah), God will pour forth His Spirit upon 
men and they will prophesy. . . . Then the apostle 
pointed his words more directly against the accusers: 
they had killed Jesus, had nailed Him to the Cross; but 
God had awakened Him and after His departure to 
heaven, He sent the Holy Spirit. 
The pilgrims who had heard Peter give this first pente-
costal sermon "were pierced to the heart and said: 
Brethren, what shall we do? But Peter said to them: 
Repent and be baptized; and you will receive the gift 
of the Holy Spirit." Three thousand responded. 
One final question: why the miracle of tongues? In 
answer, recall the story regarding the tower of Babel. 
Puffed up by pride, men attempted to build a tower 
that would touch the heavens. To punish their sin, God 
confused their speech. Sin causes confusion and divi-
sion. Now Christ came to gather all men into His 
Church and thereby to unite them to Himself. This 
should result in creating but one family of nations 
again. To this blessed state the miracle of tongues 
points. 
Yes, even we as individuals have a gift of tongues 
which all men can understand. It is the gift of love 
infused into us by the Holy Spirit. Love unites, love is 
a common language, by means of love we can speak 
to all nations.

«...Vi dico la verità, è 
meglio per voi che me ne 
vada, perché se io non 
vado, non verrà a voi il 
Consolatore; quando sarò 
andato, ve lo manderò e 
venendo, convincerà il 
mondo quanto al peccato, 
alla giustizia e al giudizio 
». Così aveva detto Gesù 
agli Apostoli poco tempo 
prima di salire al cielo. 
Come nella creazione 
dell'uomo cooperarono 
tutte le tre Persone della 
SS. Trinità, così pure nella 
redenzione doveva 

cooperare il Padre, il Figlio e lo Spirito Santo. Già aveva 
cooperato il Padre con la preparazione remota e col 
mandare il suo unico Figlio; aveva cooperato Gesù Cristo 
con la sua passione e morte: ora doveva cooperare lo 
Spirito Santo, col vivificare, sostenere e santificare le 
anime. Asceso Gesù al cielo, gli Apostoli si radunarono nel 
cenacolo e con Maria Vergine si prepararono a ricevere il 
Consolatore promesso. All'alba del decimo giorno un forte 
rumore scosse la casa, e in un attimo tutte le 120 persone 
che si trovavano radunate nell'ampia sala attorno a Maria, 
si inginocchiarono tremanti ed ecco che sopra le loro teste 
comparve un globo di fuoco dividendosi in tante fiammelle 
che andarono a posarsi su ciascuno, mentre una candida 
colomba aleggiava sul capo di Maria. « Repleti sunt omnes 
Spiritu Sancto, et coeperunt loqui variis linguis ». « Furono 
tutti ripieni di Spirito Santo e cominciarono a parlare 
diverse lingue ». Ammirabile discesa d'amore, meravigliosa 
opera dello Spirito: quale cambiamento, quale 
rigenerazione produsse! Gli Apostoli, che ancora 
pensavano a un regno temporale del Messia, son diventati 
spirituali; da deboli e timidi pieni di forza e coraggio, 
poichè la grazia dello Spirito Santo li ha resi giusti, fedeli, 
umili, vincitori del mondo. E mentre prima si erano 
nascosti ed avevano abbandonato il Maestro nella passione, 
ora si dividono il mondo, predicano a tutti Gesù risorto, 
rinfacciano a tutti i loro peccati e i vizi e non risparmiano 
neppure gli stessi crudeli imperatori, e anche nei più atroci 
tormenti non cessano di predicare Gesù. S. Pietro, che pur 
costituito da Gesù capo della Chiesa, era stato vinto da una 
semplice servetta ed aveva rinnegato Gesù, ora dà inizio 
alla predicazione e converte subito 3.000 Giudei. Da quel 
giorno lo zelo degli Apostoli non conobbe confini. E quella 
Chiesa fondata da Gesù, che sembrava essere travolta dalla 
bufera che accompagnò la sua morte, colla venuta dello 
Spirito Santo si rianima, si fortifica, esce da quelle mura, 
cominciando a far proseliti e stendendo le sue tende 
dall'uno all'altro mare. Persecuzioni di ogni genere, 
calunnie, eresie, scismi, si scatenarono in ogni tempo 
contro la Chiesa, contro il Papa, ma essa assistita, 
confortata e aiutata dallo Spirito Santo, ha resistito 
impavidamente. Morirono i persecutori, i malvagi ministri 
di Satana, si spensero le diverse sette antireligiose, ma la 
Chiesa, opera di Dio, rimase, come « torre ferma che non 
crolla mai ».  

NIEDZIELA ZESŁANIA 
DUCHA ŚWIĘTEGO 

 
 Pięćdziesiątego dnia po 
swoim zmartwychwstaniu Pan 
Jezus zesłał Ducha Świętego na 
Maryję i Apostołów zgromad-
zonych w Wieczerniku, wypełniając tym samym 
swoją obietnicę: "Gdy przyjdzie Duch Po-
cieszyciel, którego Ja wam poślę od Ojca, Duch 
Prawdy, który od Ojca pochodzi, On będzie świ-
adczył o Mnie" . W dniu Pięćdziesiątnicy 
Kościół, ożywiony Duchem Świętym, 
rozpoczyna przepowiadanie radosnej nowiny o 
zbawieniu wszystkim narodom. 
 Zielone Świątki, bo tak brzmi popularna 
nazwa dzisiejszej uroczystości, to jedno z 
najstarszych świąt Kościoła, obchodzone już w 
czasach apostolskich. Dzień ten posiadał wtedy 
praktycznie tę samą rangę, co uroczystość 
Paschy. W pierwszych wiekach w wigilię tego 
święta udzielano chrztu katechumenom.  
 W średniowieczu istniał zwyczaj rzucania 
z sufitu kościoła, w trakcie odprawiania Mszy 
świętej, róż i innych kwiatów symbolizujących 
dary Ducha Świętego. W bazylikach i katedrach 
w czasie uroczystości wypuszczano z klatek 
gołębie: symbol Ducha Świętego.  
 Kościół przypomina, że Pięćdziesiątnica 
jest wypełnieniem i zakończeniem Świąt Pas-
chalnych. Duch Święty - Nowe Życie w Chrys-
tusie - był celem całej działalności Chrystusa. 
Zgodnie z obietnicą, po wywyższeniu Chrystusa 
na drzewie krzyża, gdy dostęp do Ojca został ot-
warty, a dziecięctwo Boże stało się rzec-
zywistością, posłany zostaje Duch Ojca i Syna, 
by prowadził dalej dzieło Jezusa.  
 Dzisiaj za pobożne, publiczne odmówie-
nie całego hymnu: "O Stworzycielu Duchu, 
przyjdź..." można dostąpić odpustu zupełnego, 
pod zwykłymi warunkami.
